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Laurent Korcia is one of the most distinctive – and varied – violinists of his generation. Taken under the wing of Pierre Barbizet from his early age, Laurent Korcia studied at the Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique de Paris with Michèle Auclair, herself a pupil of Jacques Thibaud and George Enesco. 

‘Instrumental Soloist of the Year’ at the Victoires de la Musique and ‘Chevalier des arts et lettres’, he received the SACEM George Enesco Prize and the Grand Prix of the Académie Charles Cros. 

Laurent Korcia performs regularly with the most renowned conductors such as Semyon Bychkov, Charles Dutoit, Daniele Gatti, Valery Gergiev, Emmanuel Krivine, Kurt Masur, John Nelson, Michel Plasson, Manuel Rosenthal, Yutaka Sado, Tugan Sokhiev, Vladimir Spivakov, Yan-Pascal Tortelier, Walter Weller… 

He is one of the rare contemporary violinists to include solo violin recitals in his concert repertoire, with programmes ranging from Bach to contemporary music, as well as the complete Sonates by Ysaÿe, which became his first album. 

From Ysaÿe through BartoKorcia (Concerto n°2, sonate for Violin solo, Contrastes, sonate n°1) which are considered reference recordings, Laurent Korcia albums have reached a vast audience (Danses, Doubles Jeux with Michel Portal, Jean-Efflam Bavouzet, Tatiana Vassilieva, Michael Wendeberg… as well as Bruno Coulais’ Stabat 
Mater with Guillaume Depardieu.
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
